What can you tell me about these people? Who had more than one wife? What about their occupations, the names of farms, homes, fame, scandal, war, university degrees, life on the diamond diggings, the great trek, court cases, inscriptions in the family bible, talents and disasters, flood and fire?
Remember that readers of a book want more than just the name of a person, they want to know what they did!

Example of biographies (fictional):

1)    My grandmother`s father, Joe John Greeff, was a builder in Cape Town and owned a hall named after him. The Joe Greeff Hall, Pensylvania Road, Sea Point, Cape Town. When he died the income from this was shared between thirteen of his grandchildren until the building was sold, in 1978.
 

2)    One of Mum`s brothers, Christopher Ryan Greeff, was murdered on 17 May 1986. He was killed by one of his workers when he was carrying a payroll. I enclose a photo of the newspaper article at the time. He managed a gold mine near Johannesburg, Vaaldeep Mines (Pty) Ltd. He was a Chartered Accountant (CA, B Com, MBA) who studied at Potchefstroom University.
 

3)    My aunt Doreen (born Greeff) married a Greeff too, Kenneth Greeff. They divorced in 1961 and one of their sons, Jack Greeff, was a farmer at Chipingi in Rhodesia. Jack was a Major in the Rhodesian Army during the bush war.
 

4)     My paternal grandparents divorced in 1947. Ref CSC 2/1/1/1863 ref 474. I believe Gran went to live with Aunt Doreen at some point.  
 

5)     My grandfather, Raymond Jack Greeff, married again to a Beryl May Dukeman. They had two daughters, Lynette Louise and Dawn Ivy. He was living at 12 San Raphael Flats, Main Road, Green Point, Cape Town when he died 18 March 1965, Conrade Hospital, Pinelands, The Cape.
 

6)    My maternal grandfather`s parents were Thomas Nell and Elizabeth and they burned to death in their house in London in 1943, when their street was bombed.
 

7)     My grandfather, Raymond Jack Greeff, was a carpenter. His and Gran`s marital home was 19, Saddle Road, Devil`s Peak Estate, Cape Town.
 

8)    During WW2 my mother began training as a nurse in the military hospital in Pretoria. Her service number was P/N 304154. Before that she`d worked as a cashier for the department store John Orr, first in Cape Town then Jo burg.
 

9)     My father was a British soldier wounded at El Alamein. He and Mum met in the hospital in Pretoria. He went AWOL March 1943 so that he could stay with her. He was court-martialled at Pretoria in 1944 and sentenced to two months in a military prison. After the war ended he was repatriated to the UK. Mum and I followed later. We all lived in Durham City.
